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Through the month of February, the Gospel passages for Sunday will 
mostly come from Jesusõ Sermon on the Mount.  We are in Year A of our 
3-year lectionary cycle, and Year A is the year that uses Matthewõs ac-
count of Jesusõ life and ministry as a guide.  

 Matthew was more than likely not the first Gospel written, but since the 
earliest days of the church, it has been thought of as the First Gospel ð 
the first book in the New Testament.  In Matthew, Jesus is depicted as a 
teacher, one who is teaching people who to live as a community.   I think 
itõs this emphasis on forming a community that led the church to give 
Matthew the prime place it has enjoyed over the years. 

 In the Sermon on the Mount, Jesus begins to teach what life in this com-
munity is meant to be like ð who is blessed in this community, how peo-
ple should conduct themselves, and what the relationship between this 
community and others should be.   These are some of the best-known 
words in the world.   Plenty of people who have never darkened the door of a church know Jesusõ words 
well.  The Beatitudes come up in the lectionary often, and many people select them as a text for funerals.  
We hear Jesusõ words about fasting and prayer every year on Ash Wednesday, and many people pray 
the prayer Jesus teaches in the Sermon on the Mount daily.  So I think itõs fair to say this is a passage of 
scripture people tend to be familiar with.  

 So what do these familiar words mean, and how should they shape our lives?  Theologians with many 
more years of study under their belts than I have argued back and forth about this for generations.   Does 
the Sermon on the Mount paint a picture so far beyond what weõre capable of that it really serves to con-
vince us of our need for grace?  Or is it the manual for the community of disciples, presenting a rigorous 
way of life Jesus believes, and expects, that we can accomplish?  I suspect the answer is probably, òYes, 
itõs both of theseéand a whole lot more.ó 

 As I continue to be involved in the Interfaith Council and have conversation with rabbinic colleagues, I 
can sense a greater connection between the Sermon on the Mount and the sources in the Hebrew Bible 
that Jesus the rabbi had in mind when he preached his inaugural sermon.   So as Iõve been preaching on 
the Sermon on the Mount, Iõve been digging into the deep background and the images Jesus drew on in 
composing his sermon.  Another avenue Iõve gone down to try and open up these teachings is to look 
carefully at the words.  The translations weõre the most familiar with donõt always get the full width and 
breadth of the message across, so by examining the range of meanings a word can have attached to it, I 
feel that I can get a fuller sense of what Jesus was saying.  Using these tools in engaging with the Ser-
mon on the Mount definitely helps me see these familiar words in a new light.   I hope my preaching 
passes some of this along to you. 

 Which brings me to the final, and probably most important, step in being on the receiving end of Jesusõ 
preaching.  This sermon is about forming a community of disciples.  In that community, God provides a 
variety of gifts and passions, so how we respond to what Jesus says, how we embody the Sermon on the 
Mount, will be different for each of us.   I donõt see each and every one of us embodying the entire ser-
mon, but as a community, as a group of Godõs people called together around the cross, we can put many 
more hands and feet on our faith than any of us could alone.   So I hope in the weeks that have passed 
and the weeks to come, you can hear something new in Jesusõ most familiar words, and I hope what you 
hear spurs you to let these words shape how you live.

Directions for knitted blanket:   32 x 32  Worsted weight yarn, 400 yards, size 8 needles 
Cast on 160 sts and knit 12 rows.  Row 13 (RS) knit.  Row 14 (WS): knit 5, purl to last 5, knit 
5.  Repeat rows 13 and 14 until blanket is 31".  Knit 12 rows and bind off loosely. 
  
Directions for crochet blanket:  32 x 32.  worsted weight yarn, 400 yards, size H hook. 
Chain 90 stitches.  Starting in 2nd chain from hook, dc in each chain across.  Chain 2 and 
turn.   Repeat until blanket is 32".  Edging:  Sc around entire blanket putting 2sc in each cor-
ner.
